understand that | need to lead by example.

l agree to:

1. Always wear a seat belt and make everyone in the vehicle do the same.

2. Obey all traffic rules.

3. Be courteous to other drivers and never allow my frustration or emotions to get in the way of
driving safely and protecting myself and my family.

4. Never drive if | am impaired by alcohol or drugs (legal prescription drugs included).

5. Be honest with my children about the driving mistakes | have made in the past.

6. Teach my children ‘situational awareness’. This includes teaching them how to anticipate what
other drivers are about to do. Teaching them to be aware of what is happening to traffic, railroad
crossings, traffic lights, etc. at least a half mile ahead of them at all times. Also, to pay attention to
driving conditions behind them. An erratic driver coming up behind is just as dangerous as the
one in front.

7. Show that | am a responsible adult and that | respect my children enough to modify my own bad
driving habits to help them become better drivers.

8. lunderstand that driving is a privilege not a right. An automobile is a weapon more dangerous
than a loaded gun. More Americans are killed each year in car accidents than my guns. Driving is

the most dangerous thing | do every day and | will give it my full attention.

3. I will always drive alertly. If | feel impaired in anyway—tired, angry, emotionally distressed,
groggy from prescription drugs, | will stop the car and call my parents or another responsible

adult to come and drive me home.

4. | will never use drugs or alcohol or allow anyone in the vehicle that has been drinking or using

drugs. | will not allow the transport of drugs or alcohol in the car when | am driving.

5. Iwill never try to impress my friends by speeding, racing, or any other erratic driving behavior.

6. | will follow all specific rules set forth by my parents for the privilege of driving. These include:

(Examples: curfew, number and ages of passengers allowed, weather conditions, speed

restrictions, physical driving boundaries, etc.)
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7. Iwill not allow myself to become distracted while driving. This includes:
A. I will nottalk on my cell phone—even hands free—while driving.

B. I will not text or use any other electronic device while driving.



| will not use earphones to listen to anything while driving.
I will not engage in animated conversations with my friends or any other passengers in the
car that might divert my attention from the road.
E. I will drive defensively. | will pay attention to traffic conditions both ahead and behind me.
F. lwill always be courteous to other drivers and not become emotionally involved if they do
something stupid.
| will never drive without permission from my parents or guardian.
H. If I receive a traffic ticket, | will pay it and any additional increase to my parent’s car insurance
as long as | am on their policy.
I. Iwill not be a passenger in a car where the driver is impaired or drugs or alcohol are present.
J.1will not be a passenger in a car where the driver is not driving safely. l understand how
difficult it is to go against peer pressure but | will not allow myself or my friends to be
killed or injured because someone else is being stupid.

K. 1will not drive anyone else’s car unless | have permission from my parents.
